Jack Hyler Memorial Scholarship
Criteria

1.  This $650 scholarship will be awarded to a graduating senior from any high school located in the Southwest Iowa UniServ Unit, which are AHST, Atlantic, Bedford, Boyer Valley, Clarinda, Corning, Creston, Cumberland-Anita-Massena, Diagonal, East Mills, Elk Horn-Kimballton, Essex, Exira, Farragut, Fremont-Mills, Glenwood, Hamburg, Greenfield, Griswold, Lenox, Logan-Magnolia, Missouri Valley, Mount Ayr, Orient-Macksburg, Red Oak, Riverside, Shenandoah, Sidney, South Page, Stanton, Treynor, and Tri-Center, Underwood, Villisca, Walnut, West Harrison, and Woodbine.
2.   Applicants must be in the top 25% of their graduating class and carry a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale.

3.  Applicants must enroll as a full time student in an accredited two-year or four-year college or university, vocational/technical school, or school of nursing.

4.  Preference will be given to students who plan a career in the field of education.  Applicants must provide a positive history of school, work, community and/or religious activities.

** In addition to the basic SWIEF application:

6.  The applicant must submit a one-page letter explaining his or her educational and career goals.

All payments will be made directly to the college or university attended.  Awards will be made only upon notification of acceptance and enrollment.
